SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Benfleet Yacht Club Nore Race - Saturday 18 July 2009

1. RULES: The event will be governed by the Racing RuleSaifing (R.R.S.) 2005 - 2008,
the prescriptions of the RYA, the rules of the séascompeting, and by these sailing
instructions.

2. THE COURSE: The letter designating the course to be sailegktter with the racing
group number, will be displayed on a banner asthe line. NOTE: Courses may be altered
up to the five-minute Warning Signal. See pager&urse detalils.

2.1 The racing area and approximate location okmare shown on the accompanying
diagram (see page 4).

3. THE START: The race will be started under Racing Rules ofif@a{RRS) rule 26
(defined below). No part of rule 30, “Starting Pkiesa”, will apply. Please note: ‘Warning’
and ‘Preparatory’ Signals will be displayed on ‘Bars’ to aid visibility.

3.1 STARTING LINE: The starting line is a transit of the flagstafSatuthend Pier Head
and a transit mark to the North. A large orangeybwitl be laid as the outer mark limit.
Boats shall leave the outer limit mark to starboahen starting.

3.2 START TIMES: (Please note, there will two separate starts)

Group Warn Prep 1Min. Start
Groups 1 & 2 “Dinghies” (Mono & Multihull) 12.35 126 12.39 12.40
Groups 3 & 4 “Cruisers” (Mono & Multihull) 12.45 146 12.49 12.50

3.3 START PROCEDURE:

Races will be started under RRS Rule 26:

Warning Signal- Relevant racing Group Flags / Banners displagkm, one sound signal 5
minutes prior to the Start of the relevant group.

Preparatory Signal Blue Peter Flag / Banner (code flag P) displapags one sound signal
4 minutes prior to the Start of the relevant group.

One Minute— Preparatory flag / banner removed, plus 1 sighl.

Start Signal Relevant Groups flags / banners removed, plessoand signal.

Times shall be taken from the visual signals; theeace of a sound signal shall be
disregarded. Boats whose ‘Warning’ signal has eenbmade, shall keep clear of the starting
area whilst other Groups are starting. This instoncapplies to Groups 3 & 4 Multihull &
Monohull Cruisers.

3.4 RECALLS: In the event of a yacht being over the line attiaet, a recall consisting of a
sound signal will be given to her immediately. FEERRule 29.1 will apply; recall numbers

will not be used. The X flag / banner will remaiislayed until the boats have re-crossed the
line.

3.5 GENERAL RECALL: If there are a number of unidentified prematusstets, an error

in starting procedure, or for any other valid reagbere will be a general recall signal which
shall consist of firing two guns and hoisting thlesgponement signal (first substitute) with

the group code flags. The preparatory signal vélhiade one minute after this signal is
lowered.

4.1 POSTPONEMENT: The postponement will be indicated by the ansvgepiennant (AP)
over the numeral pennant (N) meaning: Postponeofdit) periods of 20 minutes from the
scheduled starting time. Example - AP over numgeahant 4 means a postponement of 80
minutes from the scheduled starting time.

4.2 ABANDONMENT: Letter ‘N’ over ‘A’ international code flags (baers) and the firing
of three guns is the signal that all races have labandoned. These flags over a class flag
denote that the race for that class has been abaddo

4.3 DETERIORATING WEATHER: Two white flares fired from the Pier Head mean:
‘The weather is deteriorating rapidly. The racaligndoned. Give help where possible to
boats that need help.’

5. CANCELLATION OF RACE: Letter ‘N’ over ‘A’ international code flags (baers)
above a Group code flag (banner) indicates thagdor that group or class has been
cancelled.

6. FINISHING LINE: The finishing line is the same as the starting.llBoats shall pass the
outer limit mark (which will be laid nearer the pleead than at the start) to port when
finishing.

7. TIME LIMIT: RRS Rule 35 will not apply. The time limit is 6urg, taken from the Start
Signal.

A boat that finishes outside the time limit will beored DNF. If no boat finishes within the
time limit, the race will be abandoned.

8. SAIL NUMBERS: A boat that does not comply with rule 77 and Agfieits shall
prominently display a distinguishing number at telametre above her deck and visible on
both sides of the boat.

9. NAVIGATION: In respect of the Yantlet dredged channel, a bloall: 1) keep clear of
shipping in it, 2) not tack along it, 3) crossst@uickly as possible when she needs to do so.
A yacht in position to impede shipping in the shigplanes may use engine / auxiliary
power to avoid the danger, BUT when the situatgodéar, MUST return to the position
where the engine / auxiliary power was first udeallure to comply will result in
disqualification.

10. RECOGNITION

10.1Boats are requested to fly a streamer from th&dtag while racing. Early entrants will
receive a free printed Nore Race streamer. An argdigll not be worn while racing. Boats
that retire are requested to wear an ensign.

10.2When a boat requests redress for not receivimgjshing position, the protest
committee need not grant this:

(a) when the boat has not noted the boats finisinimgediately before and after her, and,
(b) when the boat finishes off-wind, if she doesthen adjust her sail to make her sail
number clear to the race committee.

11. SCORING: A boat's elapsed time will be adjusted by her lizaqal allocated by the Nore
Race Committee, based on the Portsmouth Yardstick.

12. PROTESTS:Written protests shall be lodged with the Hon.NReze Secretary,
Benfleet Yacht Club, or with the Hon. Race Officaithin 24 hours from the start of the race.
Protest hearings will take place from 20.15 on Mond®0th July 2009 at the B.Y.C.
clubhouse.



13. Competitors in dinghies (both Groups 1 & 2) skadbr adequate personal buoyancy at
all times when racing. Wet suits and dry suitsrareadequate personal buoyancy.

14. All competitors are permitted to carry a VHF radiad other electronic devices for
purposes of safety and to monitor race control gulaces (This also applies to Groups 1 and
2 Dinghies and overrides any specific boat 'clafsst).

SAFETY — The safety of a boat and her entire managemehiding adequate insurance,
shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/persocharge who must ensure that the boat
and crew are adequate to face the conditions thgtarise in the course of the race. Neither
these sailing instructions nor any inspection eftibat limits or reduces the absolute
responsibility of the owner/person in charge fa thew, the boat and her management. The
race organisers shall not be responsible for ass, ldamage, death or personal injury
howsoever caused to the owner / person in chargesor as a result of their taking part in a
race or races. Moreover, every owner / person anggnwarrants the suitability of the boat
for the race or races.

Boats requiring assistance or wishing to reposfatg incident shall hail on VHF radio
Channel 37.

Radio Communication with the Race Committee shoulde restricted to “safety”
reporting only. No other radio correspondence wilbe accepted.
