COURSE CHANGES FOR 2010 NORE RACE

Dear Nore Race Competitor,
Since printing the Nore Race Programme, we have received advice from the Medway Ports Authority, via Notice to Mariners "No. 14-2010", informing that there will be major cable laying works within the areas of the entrance to the River Medway and the Nore Swatchway channel. These works will take place during the period from 1st June through to mid July. As part of these works, the Nore Swatch navigation buoy will be removed and the Nore Swatchway channel will be closed to navigation.

REVISED RACE COURSES
These replace the original courses shown on page 4 of the printed 2010 Nore Race programme, and page 3 of the original web download version.
Course A

Start: Southend Pier Head west to east;

South Shoebury buoy to starboard;

Medway buoy to starboard;

Medway no. 5 buoy to starboard;

West Shoebury buoy to port;

Finish Pier Head east to west (Class 1 boats see note below*)
Distance: 15 miles approx.

Course B

Start: Southend Pier Head west to east;

West Shoebury buoy to starboard;

Mid Swatch buoy to starboard;

West Nore Sand buoy to starboard;

Leigh buoy to starboard;

Distance mark to port;

West Shoebury buoy to port;

Finish Pier Head east to west (Class 1 boats see note below*)
Distance: 11.5 miles approx.

*Class 1 (fast multihull dinghies) only will sail TWO laps of the course rounding the distance mark to PORT at the end of the first lap. Check for a ‘shorten course’ signal flag, code flag ‘S’.

Please note that it is the responsibility of each boat to keep clear of the dredging and cable laying operations and any related vessel movements.
